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Abstract: We shall survey over the general issue of ‘specializations which
preserve a structure’. After recalling some typical examples and results,
we shall discuss in a little more detail some specialization problems in the
context of Unlikely Intersections and families of Pell’s equations to be solved
in polynomials; some proofs involve counting in certain Galois orbits.
